BENCH. THE ELABORATLY CARVED BACK CONSISTS OF FIVE HORIZONTAL
PANELS CARVED WITH GROTESQUE DRAGONS AND DIVIDED BY CASTELLATED
FINIALS ABOVE SEVEN DEEPLY CARVED LINENFOLD PANELS TERMINATING IN A
LACE LIKE DECORATED TOP EDGE AND SPIRAL CENTRE DECORATION. IT IS
EXTREMELY RARE TO FIND ALL THE BACK PANELS COMPLETE AS THIS EXAMPLE IS. THIS IS A VERY RARE SURVIVING EXAMPLE
WITH WONDERFUL COLOUR, WEAR AND PATINATION.
